TECHNICAL EXPERIENCE

My technical experience is specialized in metal fabrication and blacksmithing. I can perform and teach all welding processes with expertise: oxy-acetylene, stick, mig and tig. I have used the following tools extensively in my own work: mill, lathe, plasma, roll, brake, band-saws, iron-worker, shear, grinders, power-hammer, forge, hand-tools etc. I have built several pieces of heavy equipment including: a heavy-duty fabrication table, saw-line, complicated fabrication fixtures, 25-ton hydraulic press, pneumatic forging hammer and two gas forges. I have experience innovating and repairing existing equipment for DTS and the UofA such as: ceramic-slurry mixers, ceramic and wax burn-out kilns, refractory foundry furnace bodies, welders, plasma cutters, milling machines, slip rolls etc.  
In addition to metal work I enjoy teaching mold-making and casting—for two years my own artworks employed these methods. I have experience taking rubber molds with mother molds and multi-part plaster molds off of complicated forms. Into these molds I have cast wax, ceramic slip, plaster and lolly-pop!  I have experience sprueing and gating waxes and monitoring ceramic slurry batches. Preparing resin bonded sand molds is another skill of mine; one of my own pieces required a 1,800 pound, two-part sand mold. I have supervised many aluminum and bronze pours ranging in crucible capacity from 90 to 500 pounds. On several occasions I have led figure modeling classes using wire, wood and clay. I have fired hundreds of ceramic artworks in electric and gas kilns. I have experience running a woodshop with all the safety concerns and maintenance entailed on its machines. On several occasions I have led classes in installation projects at the Fremont House which is owned by the UofA.  

I am prepared to teach beginning and intermediate drawing courses. I have taken many related courses as an undergraduate. Before becoming involved in 3-D work I focused on painting and drawing.
