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I have dreamed of being a professional artist since grade-school.  I first began working three-dimensionally while attending Humboldt State University in northern California.  After working in the foundry for two years I fabricated my first steel pieces in 2001.  I was immediately intrigued by both the process and material. 
In 2003 I relocated to Tucson Arizona and began work on my Master of Fine Arts degree. This experience gave me the opportunity to teach undergraduate courses and focus on my work. At this time I began working with a professional fabrication/blacksmithing studio. This industry experience affected my work immensely and in 2006 I introduced forged steel elements to my sculptural compositions. 
Upon earning my MFA degree I opened my own studio and taught art at a Tucson high school. I have been a visiting artist at a number of secondary schools in the area conducting metalworking seminars.
